During the Spring Term, the children complete a range of

Children will practice formal arithmetic and problem solving
papers in preparation for forthcoming Year 2 assessments.

The children will recall and use multiplication and division facts
for the 2, 5 and 10 multiplication tables to solve simple problems,
demonstrating an understanding of commutativity as necessary.
The children will use different coins to make the same amount.
The children will learn to identify 1/3,1/4,1/2,2/4,3/4 of a
number or shape, and know that all parts must be equal parts
of the whole. The children will read scales in divisions of ones,
twos, fives and tens in a practical situation where all numbers
on the scale are given. They will learn to multiply by repeated
addition and by array and to divide by sharing or grouping. We
will discuss how to compare numbers by using > and < and by
finding the numbers that lie between others.
